ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

(a) National Senior Certificate

In addition to Rule G7 applicants must have achieved National Senior Certificate with English (First /Home
language or first additional Language).

English (home) 4 OR English (1st Additional) 4,
(Mathematics OR Mathematical Literacy) (4),
(Life Sciences OR Physical Science) (4).

NB: In addition, the Head of Department reserves the right to allow the registration of a student who meets the
following requirements:

(i) The sum of the student’s total achievement level for Mathematics/Mathematics Literacy + Life
Sciences/Physical Science must be greater than or equal to 7.

(ii) Neither Mathematics/Mathematics Literacy and Life Sciences/ Physical Sciences achievement levels
are to be less than Level 3.

An applicant who in addition to the above has a minimum achievement rating of 5 for Geography OR
Agricultural Science will receive more favourable consideration for admission.

OR
(b) Senior Certificate

A Senior Certificate with English 'E’ HG/'D’ SG.
A pass in Physical Science or Biology with a minimum D HG/C SG is highly recommended.

(c) In addition to the University’s and Departmental minimum requirements (Rule G7; NDH.1) applicants may
be assessed by means of a departmental test if deemed necessary. The test will be run by the department
under the university”s examination rules.
